Integrated Pest Management Activity!
It’s a warm, springy day!  As part of your class assignment, you go out to the greenhouse on this beautiful day to check the 600 geraniums that you are growing for Greenhouse Management class.  After closely inspecting the leaves of one of your plants, you notice tiny, green, soft-bodied insects all over the stem!  APHIDS!!!  You check 10 other plants, and, sure enough, you have an aphid infestation.  What do you do?  How do you prevent your greenhouse crop from being overtaken by aphids?
Your task is to create an Integrated Pest Management calendar using an actual calendar from Microsoft Office.  Insert dates and names of specific treatments, keeping in mind different strategies in controlling aphids.  To go along with your calendar, write an Integrated Management Plan in Microsoft Word.  This typed plan should include the “how’s” and “why’s” of your calendar plan.  Include the following information in your project:

· Feeding Mouthpart of Pest

· Life Cycle of Pest

· Chemical Treatment Method

· Chemical Application Procedure

· Timing of Chemical Application

· Biological Predator to Be Used

· Timing of Release of Biological Predator

· Biological Predator Release Procedure

· Cultural Control Method

You may choose between aphid, spider mite, fungus gnat, and thrips.
